Help at Home

Dear Parent(s),

      I want to make the change of class as easy as possible for your child.  You can help them by:

· Ensuring ALL their possessions, especially jumpers and coats are labelled clearly with their name.

· Encouraging your child’s growing independence- letting them sort out their own lunchbox, break, coat, shoes etc.  I understand that this takes time at first but it is great for developing independence as a learner.

· Listen to them read, or ask them about their books and encourage them to read every day.

· Practising numeracy skills in an informal way- number games, mental maths and table facts.

· Encouraging and supporting them to do their homework by themselves and then signing it.

· Remember, it is good practice, to ensure that when your child is online they should be in a room/space where you can monitor them. 

· Ensure your children have enough sleep. Sleep helps their thought processes, their muscles and even growth! So all in bed by 9 or 9.30 at the latest.  

               *Remember I will have more time to listen after school than in the mornings.

Homework

· Reading must be done every night, either your guided reading or a library book. Mum/Dad must sign your reading record. Check your day for Guided Reading.

· Practise your spellings and dictation every night.

· Normally we have both Literacy and Numeracy  homework each night. This may change if we are doing any research in class on a particular topic.

· If you have extra time- go on to Studyladder or practise the basic facts overleaf.

· Your homework diary or homework book must be signed by a parent every week.
